A.  Project Title

B.  The problem or question to solve

C. Hypothesis (Statement of what they think      

will answer their question ~ before they do their experiment)

D. Detailed Materials List

E. Detailed Experimental procedure including 

data

 with periodic measurements explaining what is happening

F.  Outcome/Results ~ whatever happened (good or bad)

G. Conclusion: This is where you compare your 

Outcome/Results to your Hypothesis and decide if your hypothesis was correct and explain why or why not.

H. Name and Class (on front of display board)
